No-Knock Registry

Mendham Borough residents who prefer not to have
door-to-door sales and solicitatons at their home can
elect to have their home address added to Mendham
Borough’s No Knock Registry. A copy of the No Knock
Registry is provided to all individuals who have
applied for and been issued a license allowing
commercial door-to-door sales in the Borough. Please
note that under State Law 8151:16-24, the No Knock
Registry does NOT apply to door-to-door solicitatons
conducted by charitable, religious, or politcal
organizatons.
