RESOLUTION #051-2026

ADOPTING THE BOROUGH OF MENDHAM PUBLIC RECREATION FACILITIES POLICY

WHEREAS, the Borough public recreation facilities belong to the citizens of Mendham
for public purposes, including events and recreational programs; and

WHEREAS, the citizen’s advisory Recreation Committee has reviewed and
recommended the Borough of Mendham Public Recreation Facilities Policy; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of
Mendham, Morris County, New Jersey, hereby adopt as follows:

1. It is the policy of the Borough of Mendham that prudent use and management
of Borough public recreation facilities allow the community to benefit more broadly from these

facilities , and therefore, the following entities shall be allowed to use Borough public recreation

facilities:
(a) Departments or agencies of the municipal government;
(b) Other governmental agencies;
(c) Community organizations formed for charitable or civic purposes;
(d) Uses and groups directly related to the Borough and the
operations of the Borough;

(e) Uses and organizations indirectly related to the Borough; and
(f) For-profit sports organizations.

2. Permission to use Borough public recreation facilities may be granted by

the Council Recreation and Parks Committee for-profit sports organizations. Permission
shall not be granted to non-sport entities or organizations for commercial or profit-making
purposes or any purpose which is prohibited by law.

3. The Council may refuse to grant the use of Borough public recreation facilities
whenever in the Council’s judgment there is good reason why permission should be refused.
4 The Public Recreation Facilities Policy approved by the citizen advisory
Recreation Committee and attached hereto shall be followed by any group or organization

requesting use of the Borough Public Recreation Facilities.
This Resolution shall take effect immediately.
