Mendham Recreation Committee Minutes: May 10, 2010

In attendance: Bruce DiBisceglie, Jacke Schram, Kevin Lanahan & Marcy Kwiatkowski

1. Communications
a. Minutes from the April 2010 meeting were approved with the following corrections:

i. In section 5c, Bruce was included on the list of seven recreation members. Correction: The seven members are volunteers and Bruce is the Director/Borough employee, not a volunteer.
ii. Section 2 should read: “Booklet/Day Camp Updates”
b. Communications received: 
i. Many phone calls from parents asking why their child wasn’t hired at camp. Reasons were explained in the letters that went out to all applicants. A record number of applicants were rec’d and a higher minimum standard for rehires based on last year’s evaluations made by the Senior Staff.
ii. Calls from Mendham Twp asking where the Day Camp forms are in the Twp. Helen/Bruce are providing forms and redirecting to the Borough website to get people in the habit of using website.

c. Meetings: 
i. Borough Council Mtg: Bruce attended April 19th meeting. 

1. Mayor Henry announced that the Recreation Department will have Penny Kopcsik as the 2010 Labor Day Parade Grand Marshal.

2. TV25 will have a new Station Manager effective May 1, 2010. 
ii. Bruce concluded all Day Camp job interviews on April 30. 
2. Day Camp Updates:

a. John Modero has been hired as 2010 Tennis Day Camp Director.

b. Nancy Morales has been hired as 2010 Summer Camp Director. All hire letters were mailed out. Of the 175 letters received, 83 applicants were hired as full-time. 

c. Contracts have been signed for Day Camp training. 

i. Gregg Heinzmann (Rutgers Safety Training Director) will run two training sessions on Sunday, June 6th. 10am training for new hires and 11am workshop for returning employees. 

ii. All employees were notified that if contracts, working papers and W-4 tax forms were not received correct and completed by June 6th, their employment offer would be rescinded. 

iii. Nancy will set up an alternate training for those who cannot attend June 6th with good reason. 

3. Labor Day Planning :

a. Penny Kopcsik will be the 2010 Labor Day Parade Grand Marshal
b. The recommended theme is “Celebrating Mendham Business”. This was suggested by John Andrews in an effort to support our local businesses during difficult economic times. 

4. Field Updates:

a. Bruce reported mostly smooth sailing with fields. There was a bit of confusion with Little League and two dates, but Bruce worked with all involved to resolve. 
b. Kevin reported that Little League will have a new field at St John’s on Mosley Rd by the Fall of 2010. 
c. Ken O’Brien is addressing a concern about the height of protective dugout fencing at Borough Park.

d. Bruce spoke with Ken about repairing the bleachers at West Field.

5. Prior Business: 
a. Bruce let the committee know that the Recreation Committee will clarify 3-year terms and who will serve each. This was tabled for our June meeting as we did not have quorum in April or May. 

6. New Business:   
a. Marcy inquired about Frisbee Golf options. Bruce suggested Mount Freedom Golf Course on Sussex Turnpike. Cosma was discussed as a future possibility but only after a feasibility study. A frisbee golf course was not identified as a need by Gordon Raupp during the Four Towns Recreation project. However, Bruce suggested Chester Twp as a place for frisbee enthusiasts to approach. During the Four Town public presentation Chester Twp reps said they have fields for turn-key programs with pre-establish funding.

b. Bruce asked for alternate dates for the June Recreation meeting as June 8th was a problem. Monday and Wednesday were asked to be avoided. Bruce will check for availability of the Phoenix House on Thursday, June 10.
