Mendham Recreation Committee Minutes: July 10, 2013

In attendance: Bruce DiBisceglie, Rick Vallacchi, Kevin Lanahan, Jason Fowler, Brett Raimondo & Ned Panfile. 
1. Communications
a. Minutes from the June 2013 meeting accepted without exception. Minutes and Agendas are posted on the Mendham Borough website.
b. Communications received: 
i. Various communications between Bruce, Mayor Henry, Ellen Sandman, Chief Libertino & Steve Mountain regarding the Patriot’s Path crosswalk at Cold Hill Road.
c. Meetings: 
i. Bruce attended the June 17th Borough Council meeting. 
1. The Mayor and Council recognized Sister Joan Daniel as the 2013 Mendham Borough Labor Day Parade Grand Marshal. Also recognized was the 2013 Parade Theme “Everyday Heroes” as suggested by Christine Glassner/Recreation Committee.
2. DPW was recognized for the newly resurfaced basketball courts at Borough Park. Bruce said they look outstanding and thanked the DPW and the Patriots Basketball organization for their donation of the new basketball stands and NBA backboards. 

3. The Day Camp success was discussed:

a. Camper Registration is at an all-time high. 

b. Re-investments have gone into professional on-line training for all employees.

c. Moving from Brookside Beach to the Racquetball Club pool has been a huge success. Attendance has almost doubled. There has not been one complaint about leaving Brookside. Transportation of campers from the pool to the park has been well managed with the assistance of the Borough Police Department escort.
2. Camp Update:

a. The Day Camp has been a huge success on many levels. Parent feedback has been overwhelming supportive. The new website has been very well received. The Medical area has been upgraded tremendously. 

b. The Tennis Camp has been re-launched, but there appears to be very little interest in the program with only a handful of registrations. Ned and Brett pointed out there are other tennis camps in the area. Revisit for 2014.
3. Parade:

a. Bruce asked members for their availability for the parade. Ned & Brett will be unavailable due to high school football commitments.

b. All invitations have been sent and replies are being received currently. 

4. Concert / Movie Updates:

a. The Carnaby Street concert on July 7th began very well. A good sized audience (approx 170), the band sounded great and was well-received. However, Bruce & Kevin Lanahan monitored an approaching storm. At 8:10pm lightning was spotted by Bruce. He immediately announced over the PA system that the concert was terminated and the park needed to be cleared. The crowd completely dispersed in less than 3 minutes and no one was hurt. Thunder, lightning and heavy rains hit the park around 8:30pm.
b. The July 10th  movie “Ice Age – Continental Draft” was postponed by mutual agreement between Bruce and Backyard Productions because of a 50+% over severe thunderstorms. Notices were sent out via the Recreation eBlast (535 members) and the Borough website. The storm never did materialize, but the rain date of July 17th will be invoked. 

c. The next concert is “Kimon & The Prophets” on July 14th. 
5. Prior Business: 
a. Bruce confirmed with Steve Mountain that the crosswalk at Cold Hill will be completed by the Township by the end of the summer. (see 1.b.i above). Bruce thanked Steve for his immediate attention and cooperation.
6. New Business:   
a. The Recreation Committee discussed the next steps for a middle school activity at Mountain View School. Members felt it was best to approach the school once the new Principal has been officially announced. 

b. Post-meeting note: Amy contacted Bruce post-meeting to report that the Borough’s request for matching funds from the Municipal Alliance will be met.
