Mendham Recreation Committee Minutes: April 10, 2014

1. Communications
a. March 13, 2014 Mendham Borough Recreation Committee (MBRC) meeting minutes were approved.

i. Bruce attended Borough Council mtg on March 24th. 
1. Lou Garubo reported that all field requests have been granted (and posted on the Borough website), and that all summer concerts and movies have been contracted. 
2. Mayor Henry asked if the Day Camp will partner with the Racquet Club for 2014. Brue replied that the Camp has already made arrangements through Amanda and Brian to book dates for the 2014 Day Camp. Bruce reiterated that attendance after moving from Brookside Beach to the Racquet Club had increased by over 300%.

3. Bruce shared the tiered increase of Day Camp fees with Mayor and Council. The increase will $3 for early registration, $4 for regular registration and $5 for late registration. Consensus was favorable. The revenue will offset the new cost of payroll expenses for mandatory training on June 8th.

c. The Senior Staff will be: Amanda Sherwin (Camp Director), Patty Marold (Medical Director), James McManus (Assistant Director) and Ally Marino (Art Director). Four head counselors will be hired and a 5th head counselor spot will be used as needed by rotating potential new head counselors.

5. Prior  Business: 

a. Kevin asked that we revisit the crosswalk traffic at East Main and Tempe Wick. Being a county road, the Borough may not have jurisdiction over the intersection. Bruce will inquire with Chief Libertino.

a. Opening Day for Little League Baseball is scheduled for Saturday, April 12th. All field users will continue to work with Bruce and Ken for field conditions.
