4. Concert/Movie Updates:

a. The July 10th Movie (“Turbo”) was well received. Attendance was near 90 people and the Mendham Day Camp trailer was shown prior to a nice ovation. This was the first time MBRC had a movie on Thursday as opposed to Wednesday. It was successful.
b. The July 13th Concert (Kimon & the Prophets) was moved to July 20th due to severe weather. The concert held on July 20th was well received. Attendance peak was near 90 people and there were about 80 at the end of the show. Retention was good.
c. The July 27th Concert (Rob Trout & the Flounders) was mildly received. Retention was low. Attendance peak was near 100 people and there were about 30 at the end of the show.

d. The July 31st Movie (“Princess Bride”) was very well received. Attendance was near 130. 
e. The Aug 3rd Concert (Carnaby Street) was very well received. Retention was high. Attendance peak was near 120 people and there were over 100 at the end of the show.

f. Overall movie attendance was down slightly from prior years. The committee noted that the competition from newer technology (Netflix, Smart Phones, Home Theaters, etc.) has an effect.
