1. Communications

2. Dave reported that Bruce is working well with Peter Wright (Mendham Twp Rec Director) on existing and new programs for the community. 

3. Bruce introduced the idea of a possible Drive-In movie event to Chief Libertino. The discussion centered on Police Department assistance with traffic flow.

a. Amy & Bruce noted that “Field of Dreams” would be a nice thematic fit for a Drive-In

iii. If the Drive-In possibility comes to fruition, the Drive-In will take place on the July 27 date as there is the least amount of interference with Mendham Little League. 

1. The Drive-In would take place on the Borough Park’s lower field behind the Carriage House. 

2. Cars would park on the field (a maximum number of cars allowed would be set). 

3. The movie screen would be stationed on the basketball court for elevation and better sight lines. 

4. Bruce will look into the feasibility of a low-wattage FM radio transmitter.
