Mendham Recreation Committee Minutes: Feb 9, 2017

In attendance: Kevin Lanahan, Ed Sisson & Bruce DiBisceglie
1. Communications
a. Jan ’17 Mendham Borough Recreation Committee (MBRC) meeting minutes reviewed.  
i. Minutes and agendas posted to Mendham Borough website.
b. Communications:

i. Various field requests, day camp employment and band solicitations.

ii. E-mail movie feedback, Ned recommended: Moana, Lion King & Incredibles. He also suggested Angels in Outfield if using a baseball theme.
c. Meetings: 
i. Bruce attended the Jan 16, 2017 Borough Council meeting. 

1. Stan Witczak will be the 2017 Recreation Liaison to the Borough Council. 

2. Ken O’Brien has resigned effect Jan 27, 2017 and has taken a position in Madison. Carl is the interim contact. Hiring process for new DPW Director is currently underway.

3. Margot reported that the Field Request form has been updated to include a question about outdoor restroom facilities. Bruce and Margot had discussed prior (Jan 6)
4. Stan reported that the Boro/Twp Ski trips are active. Bruce added that Peter Wright (Twp Rec Dir) oversees registration, logistics and finances. Boro provides promotion and the central departure/arrival location (Borough Park parking lot)

5. Dave Sharkey thanked Bruce and the Recreation Committee for a tremendous effort in 2016 and stated that he enjoyed working as the Recreation Liaison to the Borough Council from 2014-2016.

6. The reclamation of the dam at Mountain Valley Park (aka “Mud Hole”) was presented by Paul Ferraro, Borough Engineer. The presentation emphasized the cleaning and structural repair of the storm basin. Dredging of the pond needs to be considered. 

ii. Ed attended the Feb 6, 2017 Borough Council meeting. 

1. Ed stated that there was a discussion about the Mountain Valley Park dam and that dredging would be required. 

2. Field Allotment Status: 

a. Bruce has received all requests (except from the Pastime A’s). 
i. Bruce contacted Bernie DeCristoforo from the A’s and the request is pending. In the interim, Bruce has allotted the A’s field time similar to 2015 & 2016.

ii. All requests were able to be satisfied with some compromises at Franklin Field.
iii. Bruce has built the 2017 calendar (in Excel) and will post it to the Borough website by mid-February in conjunction with the Field Approval documents that are being mailed to requestors by Penny Andrus.

3. 2017 Recreational Booklet Update:

a. Penny has completed contacting organizations for 2017 Booklet updates and has delivered all update info to Bruce. Committee members had no additional updates.
b. Bruce has contacted Peter Wright (Twp Rec Director) for township updates.

c. Bruce has contacted Amanda Sherwin (Day Camp Director) for 2017 Day Camp schedules.

d. Bruce will compile first complete draft by Feb 21 and submit to Hawk Graphics by Feb 28.

e. The anticipated street date for the annual Recreation Booklet is April 1.

4. Summer Concert & Movies Series:

a. Concerts:
i. Bruce has booked Carnaby Street for July 2, Kimon & the Prophets for July 9 and the Larry Stevens Band for July 23rd. 

ii. Considerations for the July 30 show are: The British Invasion Group, the Fab Forward Band (John, Paul, George, Ringo post-Beatles tribute). Kevin added Tom Rice, and Cats & Dogs. To date, the Fab Forward Band has confirmed availibility.

iii. July 16 and Aug 6 are slated as rain dates.

b. Movies:

i. Movie dates are penciled in for June 28 & July 26 pending movie availibility.
ii. The MBRC has designated the July 26 movie a drive-in based on last year’s success.

iii. Movies considered are Moana, Incredibles, Frozen, Lion King, Inside Out, Finding Dory and Angels in the Outfield. 

1. Bruce compiled the family ratings from IMDB and Rotten Tomatoes. 

2. Ed & Kevin recommended going with more current Disney animations from Bruce’s complication with the shortest run-times (to allow for sunset and end of show times).

3. Frozen was selected for June 28 at the gazebo. Moana was selected for the July 26 drive-in on the basketball court and lower ballfield. Moana can be presented with a Hawaiian theme (luau, tiki torches, leis, etc)

iv. Bruce researched Disney films and found a black-out window where Disney films cannot be rented between June 10 and July 10 (to avoid conflict with a new Disney release on June 24). As such, the June 26 date for Frozen has been moved to July 12 and the July 26 date will be moved to Aug 1 or Aug 2. Aug 2 would be the natural Wednesday date, however the MBRC is considering aligning the August showing with National Family Night Out on August 1st which can also coincide with the Day Camp’s After Dark night out. 
5. Prior Business: 

a. Bruce confirmed the receipt of the 2016 grant from the Municipal Alliance.
b. Bruce is receiving applications for 2017 Day Camp employment (deadline is Feb 28) then will set up an interview schedule for March through April.
6. New Business:   
a. Amanda and Patty Marold are introducing refrigerator magnets to promote the MBRC’s summer movie series and to apprise camper families of important Day Camp dates and resources. The D.A.R.E. program can also be added to the promotional magnets. 
i. As such, part or all of the expense of the magnets may come from the Park Event (budget line item 597) and/or Teen Events (budget line item 421). 

ii. Another financial resource could be the Municipal Alliance Grant as "DARE.com ~ Empowering Children to Lead Safe and Healthy Lives" can be added to the magnet.
