Mendham Recreation Committee Minutes: July 12, 2017

In attendance: Ed Sisson, Bud Murphy, Ned Panfile & Bruce DiBisceglie
Note: Meeting was a “working meeting” held at Borough Park Doubleday Field in connection with set-up / take-down of Movie Night

1. Communications
a. June ’17 Mendham Borough Recreation Committee (MBRC) meeting minutes were not reviewed in the interest of time. Minutes have been posted and were approved off-line.  
i. Minutes and agendas posted to Mendham Borough website.
b. Communications:

i. Jan Perrier from the Borough Library contacted Recreation to join the Labor Day parade.
ii. Kevin has been coordinating communication with Pastime the Club to facilitate the move of Rob Trout’s band from the gazebo to the DD field 3rd base line. (see Item#3 below)
iii. Bruce has contacted Steve Eisenstein, the new Mendham Township Recreation Director to schedule a meeting of the minds for the week of July 18th.
iv. The MBPD (Det. Irons / Ptl. Gobbi) has been forwarding successful background checks of Day Camp employees to Bruce on a regular basis. All have come back clean. 
v. Penny has contacted and secured St. Mark’s and Mountain View as rain sites for the Day Camp.
vi. Penny has sent out all Labor Day parade letters and contracts. 
c. Meetings: 
i. Bruce attended the June 15, 2017 Borough Council meeting. 
1. Stan Witczak reported that the Day Camp registration is at 103% of the same time period in 2016. Bruce added that the biggest decline was with rising 6th graders as expected. What was unexpected that despite a reduction in school enrollment, the rising 1st graders registered is 65% higher than 2016.
2. Day Camp Updates: 

a. The Day Camp is currently at 99% after three weeks with 996 weeks sold. 1,008 weeks were sold in 2016 after six weeks. The anticipation is to surpass 2016. The initial forecast was 97% based on a 3% reduction of K-6 Borough & Township students since 2016. (2015-16: 877 K-6 students vs 2016-17: 849 K-6 students)

b. The response to this year’s Day Camp has been outstanding. Amanda Sherwin and the staff provided to her by Bruce and been doing a great job.
3. Parade Updates: 

a. Kevin Lanahan is communicating with Michael Greco and Nick Sullivan to arrange a new location for Rob Trout to perform. The proposed location is near the food / tables / 50-50 tents.
b. The Pastime Club wants to be sensitive to traffic flow. 

c. The band did not want to play without a covered area in case of rain. A tent is fine with the band, but without a tent, they opted for the gazebo. 
d. The tent will cost Recreation and additional $500 on top of the $800 being paid to Rob Trout to MC the parade and perform afterwards. If approved, this will be paid for from the Parade budget.
4. Concert / Movie Update:

a. Carnaby Street performed 7-8:45pm on July 2nd. The band opted to play through the 10-minute break and ended 10 minutes early. This was cleared with Bruce. The show was well-received. 7:30pm attendance = 125 people. 8:00pm attendance = 175. Final attendance = 170 indicating a strong audience retention rate of 97%. 
b. Kimon & The Profits performed 7-9pm on July 9th. The show was well-received. 7:30 attendance = 125 people. 8:00 attendance = 135. Final attendance = 100 indicating a fair audience retention rate of 74%
c. The movie “Frozen” was attempted on July 12th at the gazebo. D.A.R.E. and Mendham Creamery was promoted and advertised.
i. Bruce, Ed, Bud & Ned were there for set up and breakdown. Assisting them were Pete Hafemeister (DPW), Bebe Sisson (Ed’s better half), Tim DiBisceglie (Bruce’s taller son) & Liz DiBisceglie (Bruce’s shorter daughter)
ii. There was a miscommunication within Little League as they accidentally scheduled a travel game on Doubleday Field at the same time. Bruce asked the teams to leave. The coaches refused. Bruce called the MBPD as a few fans became belligerent. Ptl. Joe Farry responded immediately and had the teams leave without incident. Bruce and Ptl Farry offered Pastime Field which is where the game was moved. Officers of CMLL was cordial and apologetic. Some ball players returned at 8:30pm and inappropriately shouted at Bruce as they drove by.
iii. The movie began at 8:25pm. Around 8:30pm a clap of thunder was heard and lightning was seen. The movie was stopped immediately and the audience cleared the park asap. The movie has been rescheduled for July 19th.
