Mendham Recreation Committee Minutes: June 12, 2018

1. Communications
a. June 2018 Mendham Borough Recreation Committee (MBRC) meeting minutes were approved. 
i. Minutes and agendas have been posted to the Mendham Borough website.
b. Communications:

i. Bruce, Allison (JMK) and Mayor Henry have been arranging for FTF donations.
ii. Variety of inquires about Day camp registration. All have been answered.
iii. Jay Webber requested to campaign at the Labor Day Parade.
c. Meetings: 
i. Bruce attended the June 21 Borough Council Meeting:

1. Dave Sharkey commented that the Food Truck Festival was a success.
2. Mayor Henry said JMK is looking to work with Mendham Recreation for Food Truck Festival in 2019.

a. Use Police lighted sign to promote.

3. Bruce reported all going well with Day Camp. While enrollment is down 10% compared to same time last year, it is in line with 2017 and Gross Income is up 9% due to the increase in camper fees.

ii. Bruce attended the June 28 Mendham Borough staff meeting.

1. Jeanne Pugsley will distribute JIF best practices check list.

2. Joyce suggested that JMK get banner over Main Street two weeks prior in 2019.
3. Penny, Bruce & Mimi have gotten all Labor Day Parade letters out and are currently receiving confirmations.

iii. Bruce attended the July 12 Mendham Borough staff meeting.

1. Officially announced: Penny Andrus will be retiring December 31, 2018.

2. Food Truck Festival donations will go to the Fire Dept & First Aid ($1,500 each).
3. Two concerts held to date: Attendance moderate (100-150), audience retention high (85-90%)
4. Bruce submitted Field Turf summary of project to Mimi for the July 18 Borough Council meeting.
5. Parade issues:

a. Jay Webber (26th district) is running for Congress and requested to campaign at the Labor Day Parade. Mr Webber request same for Food Truck Festival and was told for both the FTF and the LDP that attendance is welcome, but actual political campaigning and distribution of promotional material may not be appropriate. Mr Webber did not attend the FTF. 

b. Bruce & Chief Camoia discussed the need for setting up an area at the parade for possible political protesters of Rodney Frelinghuysen (as was done in 2017 without incident).

iv. Bruce & Jeff Cooper met on July 12 to discuss Borough Park “Walk of Fame” suggestion from June MBRC mtg.
1. Jeff suggested using memorial bricks leading from Mountain Ave to the gazebo walk-up as a way for establish a “Walk of Fame”

2. Jeff & Bruce also discussed using the newly planted tree to the north of the gazebo for a memorial.
a. Bruce recalled Hillary Clark’s request for a naming memorial for Doug Clark.

2. Day Camp Updates: 

a. Successful three weeks completed that the Camp’s halfway point. Residents continue to enroll on a weekly basis. The Day Camp’s revenues are exceeding its expenses.

a. b. Need VIP confirmations from Mimi.

4. Field Updates: 

a. Field Turf Project to be discussed at July 18 Borough Council Meeting.

5. Prior Business:
