1. LIBRARY 
2. Summer Reading Program kickoff with Rizzo's Reptiles (Mendham Borough and Mendham Township Library) . Very successful program with about 400 people attending. 
3. Mendham Borough Library - reading contest for Teens in July  with 41 participants. Also had a reading challenge for younger kids, puppet show, 2 movie nights, PAWS for reading and a Book Hunt
4. SUMMER - reading was most successful ever b/c of Teen - Young Adult Leadership Council - objective to bring kids of all ages and bring boys in -

Township - 4th July parade - kids did bake sale/car wash & raised $ for libraray

Fall -  Pottery Program at Mendham Borough Library for Middle School Kids (5th - 8th graders). Sixteen teens created candy dishes and had a mini art show at the last session for their parents/families. We also displayed their artwork in the library during November. Materials on drug/alcohol prevention and bullying were available during the program -- teens very interested in information on cyberbullying. Have left permanent display of materials provided by the police in our YA room.

MB Library - were able to continue last year's Chess Program this Fall with funding from Mendham Woman's Jr League. Have had 14 - 16 kids each month and good feedback from parents that this type of program is needed for kids not involved in school sports. Has brought in kids not typically involved at the library.

A. speaker Kaye Randall (Mean Girls) - relational aggression.  Spoke to all MS students, Elem/MS staff, stayed for evening parent presentation (about 60 attended), and 4/5 grade students.  Positive messages and students learned the power of bystander - techniques - kids are applying what they learned. Peer leaders working with students follow up.

Starting Olweus Bullying Program - MA is funding cost of materials - nationally acclaimed program - going into the entire district in Chester - approx 1K for district

How to teach your kid to function in this environment where it exists?
7.  HSA - (Tracey) - working w Rec Department -  Harvest Hustle 5K - good community support - almost 500 runners/ raised $ for HSA and most $ going to Richard Morales fund - go towards something in keeping with his memory and character.  Could use help finding out more @ schools/DARE and something to use the $ for...was broadcast on Mendham TV
LAW ENFORCEMENT 
Statistically on course for this year
for M Twnship overall drug arressts 145-150 arrests mostly teens or 18-24.
Decrease in underage drinking; ordinance has been helpful (2 Mendhams have passed)
All 4 towns communicating often - task force serves to share information
Library - been sharing resources 
Training/Awareness = effective and ongoing
Staying current w/ training trends - 4 officers trained as Drug Recognition Experts - state trains about 60 officers/year
Salvia - not illegal - not readily accessible - Prescription abuse is big
2 things in every house that could be abused = medicine cabinet & a bar
DARE has added on prescription drugs, bullying, steroids
Morris. Co just started - "School Notification" - if any juveniles are arrested, police dept have to send written note to principal to alert them of arrest - Or - if employee/young adult charged with distribution, they'd also notify the schools.

 ALLIANCE update from Lyn
1. We have 14K + in-kind matches to spend in 2011 for the Mendhams and 14K for the Chesters
Has to be a prevention effort.  There is a plan to spend the monies for this year- we are in year 4 of current grant.
2. Distributed Mendham/Chester program descriptions/evaluations to update how much $ avail. so folks have an idea of what they need to do. Looked at categories 
3. Need to do some modifications/spread out to other agencies - can change some things but not a lot - have to submit to County and then get approval - special form to submit any modification. Get modifications in ASAP if you want to spend this school year - Mid Feb. likely a deadline - Will need to do needs assessment in spring
DARE $ in Chester 
4. Not sure @ supplemental monies - will know in Feb.
5. Recent evaluation said that we need to do more about documenting evaluations and outcomes - do pre/post test that has to come in with our evaluation report
6.  In-Kind - don't forget to include if someone gave time & include volunteers - The state compiles volunteers $25/hour if it is an employee they base that person's income/capacity so it is important to assess for record keeping.  Example: if an attorney donated time, charge the attorney's rate and be specific of the value of their time - this helps prove sustenance/need for program and future funds
7. Future Meetings - have to meet 4X/year - will have separate meetings for Chesters/Mendhams
TOWN ADMINISTRATION update from Steve Mountain 
Have hired station manager (Doug)w/ production capabilities - He has a 5 hour/week cap on doing basic programming/helping with operation.  Beyond that, local programming (bw townships) to cover local events in surrounding towns.  Have filled in w other programming - if you have program idea, fwd to Steve. Doug has set fee per program to use him beyond what the board will cover -he will shoot/edit/put on air - simple programs b/c of limited editing.  Use speaker who gives permission, event that doesn't require a lot of editing.  $300-400 for 4 hour block.
